Course Goal: “On completion of this course, the student will be able to identify, spell and define at least 75% 

of the primary medical terms related to the diagnosis, pathology, and treatment of the major body 

systems.”

2. Spell correctly at least 75% of medical words by analyzing word parts. 

3. Define medical words by analyzing word parts. 

4. Recall at least 75% of accepted medical abbreviations that represent phrases and terms.  

 

Student Learning Activities will include:  

1. Chapter readings and written assignments as assigned 

2. Quizzes and examinations as assigned with at least 70% passing. 

 

Chapter reading and written assignments are to be completed before class. 

Class time will be devoted to discussing content, presenting enrichment materials, answering student 

questions, and engaging in additional learning activities. 

 

Quizzes and Examinations: There will be a 25- or 50-question quiz at any class session. Therefore it is 

imperative that you are prepared for each class meeting. 

 

Word Part Review Test: There may be a test at the end of week 2. This test, which is located after Chapter 2 

in the textbook, covers the content word parts that are presented in Chapters 1 and 2. 

 

Homework: Weekly homework assignments / instructions will be provided at the end of each class. 

 

Midterm Test: The midterm examination, covering Chapters 1 through 8, will be given at the end of 

week 8. 

 

Final Exam: The final examination, covering all course contents, will be given as scheduled during exam 

week.

Adding Classes
