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I. COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course is designed to maintain overall body strength acquired from the pre-season conditioning course and 
enhance the cardiovascular system in preparation for intercollegiate athletic competition. This course includes 
both a strength maintenance program and a running program. A strength appraisal is taken at the beginning of the 
course and at the end of the semester.

1. To develop strength endurance    
2. To develop basic strength     
3. To develop maximum strength 
4. To develop sufficient levels of strength to be competitive for intercollegiate athletic competition.
