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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course covers the origin, development, philosophy, and constitutional basis for
evidence; constitutional and procedural considerations affecting arrest, search and
seizure, kinds and degrees of evidence, and rules governing admissibility; judicial
decisions interpreting individual rights and case studies.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:

1. Describe the historical development and the constitutionality of the rules of evidence.
2. Explain the procedural rules and constitutionality of arrest, search and seizures.

3. Describe the admissibility and categories of privileged communication.

4. Recognize the different requirements and responsibility of lay and expert witnesses.

5. Define hearsay, the rules of admissibility, and the exceptions to the Hearsay Rule.

6. Describe the rules and procedures used to determine the admissibility of confessions
and admissions.

7. Identify different kinds of documentary evidence and the rules relating to admissibility.
8. Explain the preservation and custody of physical and scientific evidence.

Critique and argue the different requirements and responsibilities of law and expert
witnesses and how it differentiates from other legal systems in the world.
