Methods of Evaluation:

 All assignments should be typed or written legibly in blue or black ink.   

 No assignments or projects will be accepted late.  They are due on the date assigned.  Every 

student has the same chance to prepare for quizzes and tests. If you miss a quiz and have extra 

time to study, it is unfair to those students who took the quiz on time. In order to make up a test, 

quiz or assignment you must show proof for the absence (doctor’s note, hospitalization 

paperwork, etc.) and it must be approved by the instructor.  Regardless of the reason for a missed 

quiz, all missed quizzes and tests must be made up within a week of when your class took that 

quiz. Make-ups are at my office during my office hours.  Please make sure you are here when 

tests are scheduled.  If you are not here for a scheduled test, you will receive no points for the 

test.  A missed assignment or test is considered an “F” and no points will be given.  Plan your 

schedule to allow for ample study time so you will be prepared.  There is no penalty for taking a 

quiz or test before the scheduled time.

 Attendance & Class Policies:
