your choosing.  For example, if you wanted to talk about eating disorders, you would 

have to find a research article regarding eating disorders in America and an article 

regarding eating disorders from another culture and compare the two.  You will 

demonstrate your information literacy by finding your articles on internet databases.  

Personal responsibility will be measured by turning in your SLO project when due, in  

order to fulfill the requirements of this course.
