Course Description
The standard course in freshman English. The course seeks to improve the student's ability to understand
serious and complex prose and to improve the student's ability to write an exposition that is thoughtful and
clear, including the production of a well-documented research paper. (CSU, UC)

1. Read, analyze, and interpret a variety of written texts, including one single-author text.

Identify evidence, tone, purpose, and audience, and fallacies in a variety of written works.

3. Demonstrate a thorough understanding of the writing process, from development and drafting to
revising and editing.

4. Demonstrate a command of varying writing patterns, such as comparison and contrast, definition, and
argumentation.
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Demonstrate an understanding of connotative and figurative language while writing for an academic
audience.

Adapt writing strategies to the requirements of the writing situation (e.g., to essay exam or other
timed writing, research writing, reflective writing)

Examine and analyze their own writing and that of other students with a view towards improving the
effectiveness of the written work.

Develop text analysis and interpretation supported by citations, synthesized with the study and
application of documentation styles and library skills (including electronic databases) to produce a
research paper.

Demonstrate an understanding of the writing process by writing at least four essays using a variety of
rhetorical modes, along with one research paper, composing a total of 8,000-10,000 words. Expository
and argumentative papers constitute the bulk of student writing. However, revisions, summaries,
journals, or other assigned writing may be used to meet the requirement.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods
1. Collaborative Writing: Writing with your peers is very beneficial because you can learn from each
other. Here are few reasons for participating in collaborative learning:

0 Collaborative groups draw upon the strengths of all their members. Although one student may be
stronger in critical thinking skills, another may excel in organizing. By working in groups, you learn
from each other while you complete assigned tasks.

0 More and more workplace activities involve project teams. Opportunities to work collaboratively
on academic projects can help prepare you for the advantages and pitfalls of collaborative work on
the job.

0 By working in collaborative groups, you can take advantage of group members for built-in peer
review as you complete writing projects.

0 If you are absent on the day of collaborative writing, you will receive a 0% on the writing.
Attending class is very important.

2. Individual Writings: These writings will be timed, so make sure that you are on time for class on these

days. You will have the entire class time in order to complete your writing. The individual writings will
occur over two days. However, you can pick your best work. For example, if we were doing individual
writing one week on Monday and Wednesday, you would complete your first writing on Monday.
Then on Wednesday, you would complete a second writing with a new writing prompt. After
completing your second writing, you will have the opportunity to look over your first writing and your
second writing. At that time, you will decide which writing you would like me to correct. The other
writing will be used for peer-review activities.

If you are absent on one of the two days of the writing, you will have that one opportunity to complete
the writing. If you miss both days, you will receive a 0% for that individual writing.
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3. Final Writing Essay: You must be here to write this essay. If you are absent, you will receive a 0%.
This is worth 20% of your grade.

4. Research Paper: Detailed guidelines will be given on the steps to complete the research paper. We
will use the essay writing rubric with a few alterations. An annotated bibliography will be required.

5. Reading/Video Quizzes: We will have a reading quizzes. If you are absent, you will receive a 0%.
These reading/video quizzes will come from watching the “Video Central” videos, readings from Caged
Bird, and readings from the Patterns textbook. The videos from Video Central are located on the
Student Companion website. You can either watch the video or print the transcript of the video. It
may be best to do both: First, print the transcript, and then annotate the transcript as you watch the
video. These quizzes will be taken on Blackboard.

6. Online Homework: The Patterns textbook comes with a free Student Companion website. It also
comes with free access to Video Central. If you do not buy the book, you will have to purchase the
Video Central access separately at Link to Pattern's Student Companion Website. On the Student
Companion website, you will complete grammar, video, writing, and reading comprehension
assighments.

7. Discussion Boards: There will be weekly Discussion Board (DB) assignments. They are important
because they will help you with better comprehension of the readings and material covered in class. |
will not grade journals/notebooks, so | will use these DB’s to assess your writing instead. Each week
you will receive a DB prompt. Make sure that you answer all questions that are in the prompt. Your
answers/replies should be written in a formal manner- grammar, usage, and mechanics will be graded.
Also, if the prompt requires the use of MLA format, it must be used as you cite resources to support
your DB postings. Read the DB rubric for a better understanding of the requirements. | will go over
this in class, but it can also be found on Bb under the rubrics tab. The DB posting instructions include
the following:

0 Make your initial post by Tuesday.
0 Reply to two other posts by Thursday.
O Respond to two replies to your initial post by Sunday.
