Reader's Notes:

Parliamentary style debates. These debates involve topic announcement, prep time, and a
full debate. Times will increase as the semester continues. You will debate with a variety
of partners. You will also learn to judge debates and will judge throughout the semester.

In-Class Activities: These activities are done in class and help teach the basics of
argument construction and debate. These activities CANNOT be made up outside of the
scheduled class time.

The exams are broken into two parts. The first exam is on the textbook and basic
argument construction. The second exam focuses on Parliamentary Debate. The exams
will be a mix of fill-in-the-blank, short answer, essay, and application questions. The
exams cover the required readings and in-class lectures.

Flow a U.S. Collegiate parliamentary debate (45 min-1 hour). Flows are to be done by
hand and are due at the BEGINNING of class on the day assigned.

1 page of handwritten notes per chapter in the textbook. These notes are due at the
BEGINNING of class on the day assigned. You should identify key terms, write any
questions, connect to personal understanding, etc.
