This course examines contemporary social problems and the process by which competing groups make claims to define 

phenomena as social problems. Emphasis includes understanding these problems on the societal level, the group level, and 

from the standpoint of the individual.

2. Identify health care as a social problem and explain what constitutes adequate health care in society. 

3. Analyze the extent of mental illness in America and the nature of mental illness as a social problem. 

4. Describe the nature of sex as a social problem. 

5. Analyze alcohol use and abuse in the United States. 

6. Recognize the types of crime and criminals in addition to the conditions and causes of crime. 

7. Describe the extent of poverty in American society and identify the relationship between poverty and social class. 

8. Identify the origins of prejudice and discrimination and the consequences of each. 

9. Describe the significance of world population growth and other conditions that stress the environment.

 Final: The final will consist of: matching, true or false, multiple choice, fill-in-the-blank, short answer 

questions and extra credit question/s. 

The assignments will be 

worth 1-2 points each.
