Course Description 

The major events of United States history from 1877 to the present will be studied.  This examination will 

include the social, political, economic, racial, gender, cultural and intellectual changes that have occurred, and 

their relevance to current events.  Of special note will be an examination of America’s rise to global power.   

Student Learning Outcomes  

Upon completion of the course, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and/or 

attitudes as demonstrated by being able to: (1) identify and recall key information from a historical text and/or a 

documentary film; (2) describe the causes and/or impact of a historical event; and (3) explain and analyze the 

key information contained in a primary source document. 

 

Course Objectives  

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to: identify the major events and key 

intellectual, cultural, social, political, and economic trends in United States history since 1877, and identify and 

understand the significance of important personalities and ideas in United States history.

Attendance  

 A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of 

an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
