Recommended for college transfer
students who wish to develop the critical reading and thinking skills necessary for all types of
college level reading. Includes substantial practice in analysis and criticism of opposing stands on
perennial social issues. (Formerly ENGL 111) (CSU)

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

tasks.

I will also collect and grade evidence of your preparation for class, as well
as selected classwork. Aside from documented emergency situations, I will not grade late assignments or
give make-up tests. *See details below.

Exams
Exams are based on your reading and class instruction and include questions about vocabulary, important
concepts and application of concepts.
Projects
The four major projects are designed to give you an opportunity to display your mastery of targeted
analytical and critical reading skills. Detailed directions for each one will be posted on Blackboard.

* Project 1: Summarize, Analyze, Evaluate (Written)

* Project 2: Analyze the Reasoning: Sound, or Fallacious? (Written)

* Project 3: Analyze the Statistics: Relevant or Deceptive? (Written)

* Project 4: Argue Your Position (Oral Presentation and Written Argument)



Final Exam

The final exam is comprehensive, and consists of vocabulary and application questions.

Weekly Online Assignments

There is an assignment due on Blackboard every Friday at 11:59pm. These assignments are designed to
help you review information and skills covered during the week.

Class Preparation

Class preparation includes reading and assigned reactions (summaries, outlines, notes, annotations, etc.) to
reading. It will be used and/or collected in class. Preparation is also evaluated through your ability to
answer questions in class.

In-Class Work

This is the work that you do in class, and includes your thinking, writing, dialoguing, and participation in
collaborative in-class tasks.

Attendance

* A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or to complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor on the first official meeting of that
class. Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any
other student who desires to add a class. It is the student’s responsibility to drop or officially
withdraw from the class.

* Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous,
unexcused absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may
be dropped. For online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two
consecutive weeks may be considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.
