7. Demonstrate competency in recognizing and producing vowel and consonant contrasts in minimal
pairs, /t/ and /th/,/b/ and /v/, /j/ and /y/, /ch/ and /sh/, long and short vowel sounds, the third

person singular, possessive, and plural (/s/, /z/, /iz/, the past tense (/tid/, /did/ /d/, or /t/), and
/s/+ consonant combinations.

8. Create and present impromptu conversations on limited topics illustrating a particular function or
situation.

9. Create and present impromptu conversations on limited topics illustrating a particular function or
situation.

10. Demonstrate the ability to use, produce, and recognize level appropriate vocabulary in a variety of
oral, aural, and written exercises.

11. Demonstrate competency in using, recognizing and producing object pronouns and two-word
(phrasal) verbs in oral and aural exercises.

12. Create and participate in a variety of speech acts including short dialogs, oral reports, and role
plays, both scripted and unscripted.

exclamation marks (!!!1)].
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| Academic Honesty
