Course Description  

Prerequisites: Spanish speaking fluency, native or near-native or 3 years of high school Spanish. The course is designed 

to develop in the four basic language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing with a constant comparison 

between Spanish and English usage. Emphasis will be on the indicative tenses: present, preterit, imperfect, and future. 

These skills will be explored through readings in the contemporary culture of Span, Latin America, and the Spanish 

speaking communities in the United States— Mexican, Puerto Rican, and Sephardic (Spanish Jews).  

 

Student Learning Outcomes

historical, and/or social aspects of a Spanish-Speaking film or literary work in Spanish)  

  

Course Objectives   

Metas del curso:  El curso se compone de lecturas de fondo histórico/cultural, del pasado al presente, al futuro; 

sección de incremento de vocabulario, reglas gramaticales, prácticas de escritura y cintas auditivas, más videos de las 

varias culturas hispanohablantes. Este curso está diseñado para desarrollar en el estudiante los cuatro componentes 

básicos en el aprendizaje del idioma: el componente auditivo, el oral, la lectura y la escritura. Lo anterior se logrará con 

una constante comparación entre el español y el inglés. De igual forma, en nuestro curso analizaremos la diferencia  

entre el español oficial y el español popular, enfatizando la coexistencia de estos dos idiomas en nuestra región. 

Aprovecharemos la gran riqueza cultural, artística y literaria latinoamericana, española y d e las comunidades 

hispanohablantes de los Estados Unidos para lograr el objetivo del curso que es: desarrollar su destreza lingüística 

tanto oral como escrita. El énfasis de esta clase se concentrará  en los tiempos presente, pretérito, imperfecto, futuro, 

condicional, y presente del subjuntivo.  
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Objetivos del curso  

1. Al finalizar el curso del estudiante deberá demostrar su conocimiento de términos        gramaticales, deberá poder 

definirlos, describirlos, seleccionarlos, identificarlos y escribir con corrección.  

  

2. Deberá poder aplicar conceptos gramaticales a nueva situaciones, por ejemplo las reglas de acentuación, tiempo, y 

modos del  verbo.  

  

3. Deberá mostrar el uso correcto de vocabulario oral y escrito.  

e.g.  haiga— haya         váyamos— vayamos           quedrá— querrá.  

4. Deberán tener conocimiento de eventos trascedentales en la historia de las    comunidades y países de habla hispana.
