Concepts dealing with limits, continuity, differentiation and applications, integration and applications,
Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, exponential and logarithmic functions, and other transcendental functions
will be covered. (CSU) (UC credit limited. See a counselor.)

\ Course Objectives

including tangent lines and computing the limit of a function at a real number.

2. Determine if a function is continuous and differentiable at a real number.

3. Demonstrate an understanding and a working knowledge of the derivative, including finding the
derivative of a function as a limit, finding equations of tangent lines, computing derivatives using
differentiation formulas, using implicit differentiation, and solving related rate problems.
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4. Demonstrate proficiency in problem solving when dealing with applications of differentiation, including

optimization.

Demonstrate knowledge in anti-differentiation.

6. Demonstrate an understanding and a working knowledge of the definite integral, including the

evaluation of definite integrals as limits, using integration to find area, and the evaluation of integrals

using the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus.

Graph functions using methods of Calculus.

8. Demonstrate a thorough understanding of logarithmic and exponential functions, and their use in
applications dealing primarily with growth and decay phenomena.

9. Demonstrate the ability to deal with trigonometric, inverse trigonometric and hyperbolic functions and
many common applications thereof.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Material needed: Textbook: R. Larson, and B. Edwards (2014). Calculus (10th/e), paper, pen, pencil,
highlighter, graphing calculator and access to a stapler.

Course setting: This course is designed to have you learn facts while gaining an appreciation of the power of
Mathematics and getting ready for your future courses in this field. My responsibility is to do my best to be

e Use provided lectures and book materials to study the day’s topics and take notes as needed.
