Course Description:  This course continues the development of basic skills of theory of music 
through sight-singing, ear-training and dictation (CSU, UC) 

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon course completion, the successful student will have 
acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as demonstrated by being able to 1. 
Demonstrate two-part melodic dictation, rhythmic dictation containing dotted notes and 
sixteenth notes; 2. Demonstrate sight-singing skills (ILO2, ILO4) 

Course Objectives:  Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to: 1. 
Student will demonstrate a knowledge of modal exotic as well as major and minor (natural, 
melodic and harmonic) scales through sight-singing, keyboard performance, and written 
analysis; 2. Student will demonstrate a knowledge of non-harmonic tones (passing tones, 
neighboring tones, appoggiaturas, escape tones, anticipations, and suspensions) through sight-
singing, keyboard performance and written analysis; 3. Student will demonstrate a knowledge 
of four-part harmonization using primary and secondary chords through keyboard 
performance, and written analysis; 4. Student will demonstrate a knowledge of four-part 
harmonization using the dominant seventh chord in root position and in inversions, through 
sight-singing, keyboard performance and written analysis; 5. Student will demonstrate a 
knowledge of four-part harmonization using secondary dominants through sight-singing, 
keyboard performance and written analysis; 6. Student will demonstrate knowledge of four-
part harmonization using modulations to closely related keys, through sight-singing, keyboard 
performance and written analysis; 7. Student will correctly notate rhythmic and melodic 
dictation; 8. Student will correctly notate harmonic (intervallic) dictation; 9. Student will 
correctly notate harmonic (triadic) dictation. 

Textbooks: 1. The Oxford Folk Song Sight Singing Series, Oxford University Press; 2. Other sight-
singing materials provided by course instructor. 

Class Requirements and Instructional Methods:  There will always be homework assignments.  
Students must research web-links online (type “Ear-Training Exercises” on any of the large 
search engines), then practice on many of the free ear-training links, as well as sight-singing 
exercises.  Students MUST practice ear-training and sight-singing exercises/skills outside of class 
meeting times.  Class contact time is very limited, thus your success depends on your diligence. 
All Musicianship classes will have a number of Composition Projects assigned throughout the 
semester. All will be graded. There will be 3 written ear-training quizzes, as well as sight-singing 
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tests.  There will be NO make-up exams, except in documented extenuating circumstances.  If a 
quiz is made-up, it must be done no later than 1 eek following the original date of the quiz.  No 
exceptions!

Class Attendance:  A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not 
complete the first mandatory activity of an online class, will be dropped by the instructor as of 
the first official meeting of the class.
