Course Description 

Shield Metal Arc Welding on carbon steel plate. The student develops welding skills to a professional 
entry level. Follow proper shop safety practices and PPE. Review of Oxy/Acetylene cutting, filler 
electrode application, blueprint interpretation, welding symbols, joint designs, and proper use of filler 
gauges to follow the specifications required for fusion and heat input throughout the drawing. (CSU)

exclamation marks (!!!!)]. 

 
Academic Honesty 

 
Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect 
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding 
intellectual property.
