Course Description

This course is a continuation of MUS 160 with the following additions: 1. Reading music (standard musical
notation); 2. A thorough presentation of bar chords including sevenths, ninths, diminished, augmented, and
various altered chords; 3. Advanced picking techniques. (CSU, UC)

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

The class meeting time is 9:40-11:05 and will be structured as follows: 5 minutes of individual warm up, 35
minutes of group lesson and rehearsal, 45 minutes of individual practice on assigned lab activities.

Daily Participation Students are expected to attend all classes and participate in group learning activities

Lab Activity: Designated lab time is allotted for practicing course objectives and collaborating on group songs.
The instructor will visit each student or group to listen and provide assistance as needed.

Lab Check: Students will demonstrate their knowledge by individually performing the song or exercise in
class. (see attached rubric for explanation of lab grading).

Exams: Both midterm and final exams are playing tests and will include both technical exercises and repertoire
studied in class.

Performances: Several in-class ‘open mic’ events are scheduled to showcase music of your choice. Everyone
participates by performing 1-2 songs. Both an IVC recital and an off-campus ‘open mic’ event will be
scheduled later in the semester, details TBA.
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Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class
time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.

Attendance
