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‘ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

1. Exams or Tests: There will be 3 tests and there will be no makeup exams given. Zeros will be given for all missed tests.

3. Homework: The purpose of homework is to provide students with sufficient practice to master all topics and to do well on
tests and the final exam. Homework is done using MathXL (all assignments are listed online as well as the deadline). Itis
student’s responsibility to complete them on or before the deadline regardless whether he/she is absent. Please keep in
mind that after the deadline you will not be able to work on that specific assignment because the program will lock it
automatically. If your overall score is 80% or higher you will get full credit, otherwise your grade will be your overall
percentage translated to points. For example: if you score 80%=100 points, if you score 72%=72 points.
