Please keep in
mind that after the deadline you will not be able to work on that specific assignment because the program will lock it
automatically. If your overall score is 90% or higher you will get full credit, otherwise your grade will be your overall
percentage translated to points. For example: if you score 91%=100 points, if you score 72%=72 points.

Course Grading Based on Course Objectives

The student’s grade will depend on the following areas (not on total points):

Final Exam: 25% The common final will be given during the last week of the semester. A score of 0 will
be given if the final is missed.

Homework 15% Done on MathXL.
Extra Credit: 0% There is no extra credit. Students must learn the material to pass this course.

Grades are displayed in Canvas and you need to earn at least a “C” in the class.

Attendance
