5. Demonstrate an understanding of skills in operations with and simplifications of rational 
expressions.  
6. Demonstrate a visual understanding of the Cartesian Coordinate System and linear graphs.  
7. Demonstrate the ability to solve linear systems of equations both algebraically and graphically.  
8. Demonstrate the ability to solve linear inequalities algebraically and be able to present the 
solutions graphically.

Academic Honesty 
Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect 
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding 
intellectual property.
