\ Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Develop and apply the use of discovery techniques in writing and interpreting readings.

2. Demonstrate an understanding of the difference between connotative and denotative meaning in the
study and analysis of others’ writings.
3. Utilize pre-writing techniques to develop multi-paragraph essays that are clearly structured around a
controlling idea or thesis.
4. Write essays totaling at least 4000 words of formal writing that demonstrate understanding of various
rhetorical modes, such as description, narration, comparison/contrast, cause/effect, exemplification,
definition, and argumentation.
5. Recognize and identify various audiences, both general and academic, in order to tailor a written
assignment to address a specific audience.
6. Develop text interpretation supported by citations from the readings.
7. Practice a variety of sentence types and successfully demonstrate principles of effective sentence
construction and punctuation.

8. Acquire a level of control over subject-verb agreement and consistent verb tense while avoiding
fragments,

comma splices, and fused sentences.

9. Practice and successfully demonstrate the skills in areas designated by the instructor to be appropriate
supplemental activities to improve reading and writing.
