Course Description 
Prerequisites: The student must be able to speak and read English.  Not open to students with native ability in Spanish. 

(See SPAN 220/Formerly SPAN 20A). For additional oral practice, concurrent enrollment in SPAN 113 (Formerly SPAN 

5A) is recommended. The beginning Spanish course is based on a contrastive analysis between Spanish and English and is 

designed to develop in the English-speaking student rudimentary abilities in the four basic language skills: hearing, 

speaking, reading, and writing. The main emphasis is on the present tense of both regular and irregular verbs. The student 

will be familiarized with those features of Hispanic culture, which reflect the different frame of reference from which the 

native speaker of Spanish views the world. Additional language structures and vocabulary practice will be assigned.  We 

will cover:  Chapers Preliminar and 1 through 5 of the textbook and MySpanishLab.

You must complete all the 

activities assigned in each the modules every week.  Then, go to MySpanishlab and complete the tasks related to 

the modules.  

 

Repaso: 

Every chapter is divided by weeks.  It’s important that you complete the Module called Repaso since the material 

covered in these Modules are reviews of grammar in a previous week, these are components that are essential for 

a better understanding of material presented in this course Spanish 100. Also, complete the extra activities in 

MySpanishlab. 

 

Written assignments:  

You will be assigned several written (Escrituras) tasks throughout the course, at the end of every chapter.  The 

instructor will assign the topics for these written tasks in MySpanishlab.  It’s important to pay attention to the 

grammar (including accent marks). These tasks will be assigned every week.  Be careful these written activities 

will be grade based in their content such as style, use of the vocabulary and grammar.  For these assignments, 

don’t open them, if you are not ready to complete them since Escrituras are timed. 
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Voice Recordingl assignments:  

In MySpanishlab, you will listen to short dialogues and answer questions based on the conversations.  There is a 

section called Laberinto peligroso this section is combined with reading, listening and recording.  

 

Quizzes & Tests:  

There are quizzes in MySpanishlab every week and at the end of each chapter there is an exam. Please know that 

I realize that in life there are many situations that occur, such as; submitting incomplete assignments, the browser 

accidentally shutting down while you are taking a quiz, being sick or having an illness or a death in the family.  

Taking in consideration these situations, I will drop the lowest score but be careful since I won’t reset any
