\ Course Description

Prerequisite: Spanish speaking fluency, native or near-native or 3 years of high school Spanish.
The course is designed to develop in the student the four basic language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and
writing with a constant comparison between Spanish and English usage. Emphasis will be on the indicative tenses:
present, preterit, imperfect, and future. These skills will be explored through reading in the contemporary culture
of Spain, Latin America, and the Spanish speaking communities in the United States - Mexican, Cuban, Puerto
Rican, and Sephardic. (CSU) (UC credit limited. See a counselor.)

Descripcion: Este curso estd disefiado para desarrollar en el estudiante los cuatro componentes basicos en el
aprendizaje del idioma: el componente auditivo, el oral, la lectura y la escritura. Lo anterior se lograra con una
constante comparacion entre el uso del espaiiol y el inglés. De igual forma, en nuestro curso analizaremos la
diferencia entre el espafiol oficial y el espafiol popular para detectar los distintos registros lingiiisticos existentes
en nuestra cultura y ambiente fronterizos. Aprovecharemos la gran riqueza cultural, artistica y literaria
latinoamericana, espafiola y de las comunidades hispanohablantes de los Estados Unidos para lograr el objetivo
del curso; desarrollar su destreza lingiiistica tanto oral como escrita. Esta clase pondra énfasis en los tiempos
presente, pretérito, imperfecto, futuro y condicional.

Si el estudiante esta
ausente en esa fecha habra perdido dicha asignatura. Habra mas informacion especifica en torno a esta
asignatura durante el curso.

Composiciones:

Los estudiantes tendran que escribir composiciones fuera de clase y entregarlas impresas en el salon al
maestro.

Tareas en Canvas:

appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!!)].

e Sea precavido al hacer comentarios sarcasticos o supuestamente humoristicos; no es posible saber
cémo se pueden malinterpretar ese tipo de comentarios.
e Searespetuoso de la diversidad de opiniones.
e Recuerde que esta clase es tolerante e incluyente. No se permiten comentarios despectivos ni
degradantes en torno a cuestiones de raza, clase social, género ni preferencia sexual.

| Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect the
integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding intellectual
