5. describe the group structure, dynamics, communication, leadership roles, that evolve from
group membership.

6. recognize differing techniques of persuasion and propaganda as well as social
psychological influences of attitude change.

7. identify forces of conformity, cooperation, and social control, both internal and external.
8. list factors of interpersonal attraction and affiliation both formal and informal.

9. describe social processes leading to personal and social respect, prestige, and status.
10. explain social psychological influences on aggression, prejudice, and scapegoating.

11. describe research findings in social psychology and will recognize areas of conceptual
interest.

12. apply models of intervention into social behavior designed to address social problems.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Students are expected to comply with the following classroom norms:

Arrive to class on time, with all electronic equipment turned off and put away.

This course will consist of a combination of lectures, class discussion/activities, assigned readings,
videos, individual projects and performance on quizzes and exams.

Thought Papers. There will be thought papers due at various times during the semester. These are
essays 2 pages, which will be based on the readings and class material. Late papers will not be
accepted. Thought papers should address the following:

1) A provocative or interesting idea regarding learned behavior from the text, class
discussion, an article from the internet or magazine, and/or a television program, from
your point of view.

2) Don’t provide a review of the reading/program, but your own thoughts regarding the
topic. The main focus of thought papers is for you to learn to think critically about
psychology. The intention of the assignment is to get some ideas down about the
readings, class discussion, or human behavior and then begin exploring your ideas. You
do not have to write what you think I would agree with or what is necessarily true, you
just need to justify your ideas and statements with explanations.

Assignments. There will be various in class and/or take-home assignments to help you learn the class
material. All assignments will be worth 10 to 30 points.

Quizzes. There will be several quizzes. Quizzes will be administered in class or as take-home
assignments, will be announced in advance typically, and will occur about once every 2-3 weeks. It is
important to come to class to know when a quiz might occur. HOWEVER BE PREPARED FOR
UNANNOUNCED QUIZZES. These will generally occur if I notice an overall decline in class participation
and attendance. Quizzes may include any or all of the following types of questions: multiple choice, true-
false, matching, fill-in-the-blank, and short answer/essay.

Exams. The exams are entirely multiple choice, and you must take them all. If you are late to class, you
will not be allowed to take the quizzes or exams. Some chapters listed may not be covered in class, but
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you are still responsible for the material, unless otherwise specified. No make-up exams will be given
unless you have called me PRIOR to the exam and let me know you will not be able to take the exam. If
you contact me prior to the exam, you will have one week to make-up the exam.

Method of Evaluation: Class Activities, Attendance, Mid -Term, Quizzes, Final, Problem Solving Exercise,
Written Assignments.

Instructional Methodology: Audio visual, Demonstration, Discussion, Group Activity, Lecture

Reading and Writing:
Reading assignments include assigned text readings; current articles and/or sources from the internet.
Thought Papers throughout the semester.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2)
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar
requirement.

Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous, unexcused
absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped. For
online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be
considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.

Absences attributed to the representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences,
contests, and field trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences.

Students are expected to attend all class sessions and to arrive to class on time, with all electronic
devices turned off and put away. Since participation in classroom work and discussion is an important
part of this course, students will have 10 points deducted from their class points for each unexcused
absence. Students having three unexcused absences may be dropped from the class. Students who are
tardy three times will be considered as having been absent once. Absences attributed to the
representation of the college at officially approved conferences and contests and attendance upon
field trips will not be counted as absences. If you are tardy to a test you will NOT be able to take it. If
you are more than 20 minutes to a class (start time or from break) you will not be able to sit in on the
lecture. DISRUPTIONS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!

LEAVING CLASS: Students are expected to remain in the classroom throughout the entire class
session. Students leaving the class early, or just briefly, without prior instructor approval, will have
points deducted from their class points.

CELL PHONES and ELECTRONIC DEVICES: Cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off
and put away during class. Cell phones ringing during class and all electronic devices not put away
will be held by the instructor until the end of class.

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messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!'!)].

\ Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.
