| Course Description

The standard course in freshman English. The course seeks to improve the student's ability to understand
serious and complex prose and to improve the student's ability to write an exposition that is thoughtful and
clear, including the production of a well-documented research paper. (CSU, UC)

| Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Read, analyze, and interpret a variety of written texts, including one single-author text.

2. ldentify evidence, tone, purpose, and audience, and fallacies in a variety of written works.
3. Demonstrate a thorough understanding of the writing process, from development and drafting to revising

and editing.

4. Demonstrate a command of varying writing patterns, such as comparison and contrast, definition, and

argumentation.

5. Demonstrate an understanding of connotative and figurative language while writing for an academic

audience.
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6. Adapt writing strategies to the requirements of the writing situation (e.g., to essay exam or other timed
writing, research writing, reflective writing)

7. Examine and analyze their own writing and that of other students with a view towards improving the
effectiveness of the written work.

8. Develop text analysis and interpretation supported by citations, synthesized with the study and application
of documentation styles and library skills (including electronic databases) to produce a research paper.

9. Demonstrate an understanding of the writing process by writing at least four essays using a variety of
rhetorical modes, along with one research paper, composing a total of 8,000-10,000 words. Expository and
argumentative papers constitute the bulk of student writing. However, revisions, summaries, journals, or
other assigned writing may be used to meet the requirement.

10. Participate in a number of activities and areas of study as deemed appropriate by the instructor.

Essays & Plagiarism:

* You will be writing a total of five essays.

* All essays will be turned in to “Vericite” (a plagiarism checker).

* So that your essay is not cited for plagiarism, the “Vericite” report should be 15% or less.

* Recycling essays (self-plagiarism) is not acceptable. For more information on this, read the section below:

* Any essay that is suspected of plagiarism will receive a zero.

Journals:

* Be aware of journal entry due dates.

* Each journal entry must be a minimum of 200

* Make sure to answer all questions asked of you in your journal entry.

* This assignment is designed for you to practice your writing skills.

Discussion Forum:

* Every week you will participate in a discussion forum.

* Your discussion forum consists of three parts:

* Part 1: Your initial post —a minimum of 300 words.

* Part 2: Response to two or your peers —a minimum of 150 words each.

« Part 3: Areflection of the overall discussion —a minimum of 100 words.

* Make sure to answer all questions asked in the prompt.

* Inyour initial response make sure to be aware of academic language, paragraph structure, sentence
structure, and grammar

(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

| Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

* Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask
for help.

* Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action.
