| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Homework: Homework for the semester is available on:
1. Math XL online learning management system

This must be very organized or no credit will be given for the notebook portion of your
homework grade.
Quizzes: Quizzes will either be in class or take-home. If I give an in-class quiz, you will have no
more than 10 minutes to complete the quiz. You may use your homework notebook.
Exams: There are six exams. If you can do the homework and the material we discussed in

class, you will be prepared for the exam. There are no make-up exams. If you should miss an

exam for an emergency, please make sure to get a doctors’ note.

Generally, I will give a longer, more comprehensive final.

Office Hours: Take advantage of them. I have office hours after class.
Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student work

sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return messages promptly, (6) copy with caution,
(7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional
icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or
multiple exclamation marks (!!!1)].

| Academic Honesty |

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect the integrity of one
another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding intellectual property.
