\ Course Description

A continuation of the study of algebra. Attention will be paid to polynomial and rational functions,
Exponential and Logarithmic functions, and Matrix Algebra. Additional topics include systems of
equations, Linear Programming, and Analytic geometry. (CSU) (UC credit limited. See a counselor)

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods \

The goal of this course is for you to gain the necessary skills and knowledge to do well, and improve your
mathematical abilities, so you are able to succeed in future courses. My responsibility is to help you in
any way I can to accomplish these goals, however it is your responsibility to be committed to your own
success and keep up with the pace of the class. To do so you need to complete assignments on time and
please ask questions when you have them.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2)
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar
requirement.

2) There are no make-up tests.

3) Itis your responsibility to drop or withdraw the class. Failure to do so will result in a regular grade
(most probably an F).

\ Course Grading Based on Course Objectives

There will be daily quizzes on the assigned homework that will average 100 points at the end of the
semester. There will be three exams worth 100 points, and the 4th exam will be worth 50 points. The
final exam is comprehensive and worth 150 points. There are no make-ups, so if you are going to be
absent please let me know beforehand to make arrangements.

Grading: You need at least 420 combined points for a ‘C’ grade. It is broken down as follows

Exams 350 points
Final 150 points
Total 600 points

So that means every 60 points is a letter grate. 600-540 = A; 539-480 = B; 479-420=C, 419 -360 =D,
359-0=F

| Attendance
