Review of traditional/structural grammar; review of sentence types and sentence
combinations; review of usage of rules regarding punctuation, mechanics, capitalization; review
of spelling rules; practice with sentence, paragraph, essay and/or journal writing done by the
student. (Nontransferable, non-degree applicable)

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods:

The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student
work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of
out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester.

{Translation: students are expected to attend all weekly class sessions

as well as spend 2 hours per week doing out-of-class work for every

hour that class meets weekly. For example, our class meets three (3)

hours per week, so students are expected not only to attend class

sessions but also to spend six (6) hours per week doing required reading,

homework assignments, and writing assignments in preparation for and

support of the three hours of weekly class meetings. That will require nine (9) hours
of a student’s time weekly for this class all semester.}

So, during the semester there will be a number of course activities which must be
accomplished during class:

0 listening to and taking notes from lectures

0 follow-up group and individual writing activities based on lectures or assigned
textbook readings

0 Students arriving after class activities have begun may not be individually
accommodated.

0 practice writing and editing summaries, reports, and letters while applying the
information from lectures and homework regarding the various grammar points
studied

0 quizzes and exams

0 weekly reading assignments in the textbook and handouts, as noted on the
Anticipated Class Schedule.
0 homework assignments, which may include online work in Aplia

Quizzes may not be made up. Students must individually request to make up a test, with the
testing date occurring within one (1) week (four class days Mon.-Thurs.) of the student’s return
to class.

Aplia is an online practice program that works together with our textbook chapter assignments.
All Aplia assignments are due Sundays before 11 PM on the date indicated in the syllabus, on
the assignments menu on the Aplia site, and on our Canvas course site. Each numbered Aplia
assignment will usually include more than one named Aplia lesson for the same due date. Your
scores for each lesson will be averaged and receive points according to the percentage correctly
answered. You may repeat a lesson up to 3 times if you would like to get a better score, but be
certain to finish the entire numbered assignment before the time expires. More information
about specific Aplia lessons included in each assignment and about the points for specific Aplia
score averages, as well as the student registration information and link to Aplia please look on
our Canvas course site by pressing Modules on the menu on the left side of our Home page.
