Course Description

DESCRIPCION SEGUN EL CATALOGO:

Prerequisite: Spanish speaking fluency, native or near-native or 3 years of high school Spanish. The course is designed to
develop in the student the four basic language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing with a constant
comparison between Spanish and English usage. Emphasis will be on the indicative tenses: present, preterit, imperfect,
and future. These skills will be explored through reading in the contemporary culture of Spain, Latin America, and the
Spanish speaking communities in the United States-Mexican, Cuban, Puerto Rican, and Sephardic (judios espafoles).

EL CURSO:

Este curso esta disenado para desarrollar en el estudiante los cuatro componentes basicos en el aprendizaje del idioma:
el componente auditivo, el oral, la lectura y la escritura. Lo anterior se lograra con una constante comparacién entre el
uso del espaiiol y el inglés. De igual forma, en nuestro curso analizaremos la diferencia entre el espanol oficial y el
espafol popular para detectar los distintos registros linglisticos existentes en nuestra cultura y ambiente fronterizos.
Aprovecharemos la gran riqueza cultural, artistica y literaria latinoamericana, espafiola y de las comunidades
hispanohablantes de los Estados Unidos para lograr el objetivo del curso; desarrollar su destreza linglistica tanto oral
como escrita. Esta clase pondrd énfasis en los tiempos presente, pretérito, imperfecto, futuro y condicional.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

TODAS LAS TAREAS Y ASIGNATURAS DEBEN SER TERMINADAS Y ENVIADAS ANTES DE LA FECHA DE ENTREGA. NO SE

Examenes y pruebas. Habrd 2 exdmenes en clase. Un examen de medio curso (Midterm) y un Examen Final.
Adicionalmente habra pruebas gramaticales. Las pruebas son generalmente asociadas con el material gramatical del
curso. El examen final incluira todo el material que habremos estudiado durante el semestre.

Presentaciones orales (2). El estudiante tendra que presentar oralmente un tema asignado por el profesor. Todas las
presentaciones deberan ser expuestas en formato Power Point. Estas presentaciones serdn calificadas segun el
contenido, la claridad, fluidez, correccién al presentar, conocimiento y ortografia. Las presentaciones no deberan ser
leidas. El estudiante debe demostrar que ha investigado y ha aprendido el tema que esta presentando. Aquel
estudiante que lea su presentacidn o que copie su presentacién de una pagina web (cut and paste) a su presentacion
power point no aprobard esta asignatura. Habra fechas especificas para estas presentaciones, bajo ningin motivo se
podran posponer sus presentaciones orales. Si el estudiante esta ausente en esa fecha habra perdido dicha asignatura.
Habrd mas informacién especifica en torno a esta asignatura durante el curso.

Ensayos (1). El estudiante debera escribir un ensayo donde analice una pelicula exhibida en clase. Los temas analizados
giraran en torno a cuestiones sociales, politicas y/o culturales. Este ensayo sera calificado segln su contenido, la
coherencia, la aplicacidn de conceptos gramaticales, (reglas de acentuacion, tiempo y modos de verbo) y la habilidad de
desarrollar y comprobar una idea central exitosamente. La guia para este ensayo se proporcionard en clase o via Canvas
y debera seguir las instrucciones al pie de la letra

Composiciones escritas en clase. Habra composiciones escritas en clase que se concentraran en el uso correcto de
tiempos verbales: presente, pretérito e imperfecto, futuro y condicional. Una vez que entreguen la composicion al
maestro, éste hard correcciones por medio de simbolos y los estudiantes tendrdn que entregar la composicidn ya
corregida una semana después de haberla recibido. Es importante que entreguen la composicién corregida para recibir
la calificacidn completa.

Composiciones escritas fuera de clase. Habra composiciones escritas fuera de clase que se concentrardn en textos
descriptivos, narrativos, persuasivos y argumentativos. (Habra mas informacion especifica en torno a esta asignatura
durante el curso). Una vez que entreguen la composicidn al maestro, éste hara correcciones por medio de simbolos y los
estudiantes tendran que entregar la composicion ya corregida una semana después de haberla recibido. Es importante
gue entreguen la composicion corregida para recibir la calificacién completa ya que la calificacion sera promediada entre
las dos versiones que los estudiantes entreguen.

Tareas en CANVAS. En CANVAS estan todas las tareas y ejercicios que haremos para este curso, es decir, son como
pruebas. Todas las tareas y los ejercicios son calificados automaticamente y el profesor recibe dichas calificaciones. Al
final del curso, el profesor recibe el porcentaje de las tareas hechas y de las calificaciones de todos los ejercicios. Las
tareas deberan ser entregadas a tiempo.
