| Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

If you intend to master English, you must use it. Therefore, you should be prepared to speak and write with your
classmates and teacher in English. You may be expected to speak in English in the following contexts:

(1) with a partner; (2) in a small group; (3) in a formal presentation in front of the class; (4) with your teacher;
(5) in telephone assignments; (6) with strangers in out-of-class assignments.

You will also listen to audio clips and watch videos and will be expected to discuss and write about the content
in English.

We will do a variety of activities in class. Sometimes there will be lecture and you will need to take notes (and
ask questions!). Sometimes you will do individual writings and exercises, and sometimes you will do pair/group
writings and exercises. You should also expect that you will take tests throughout the term. Success: Acquiring
another language requires focused effort. Sitting in class is simply not sufficient for you to succeed. You must
study, speak, read, and listen to English as much as you possibly can outside of class. College guidelines
suggest that you study two hours for every hour of class. Since this is a five-hour class, this would mean that
you are expected to study or participate in some other learning activity for an additional ten hours every week.
Additional Responsibilities: I lecture on topics. I do not necessarily cover the book page-by-page. It is your
responsibility to read the section in the textbook relevant to the topic on which I lecture. If you have questions
about material you have read that you feel I did not address in my lecture, it is your responsibility to raise those
questions in class.

| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.

subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

| Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action.
