Course Requirements and Instructional Methods 

 
In this course, we will utilize several methods of instruction, including lectures, the textbook,                      
multi-media presentations, and current events research and discussion.                                                                  
Lectures: Typical class meetings will consist of lectures, usually in the form of power point presentations. 
Students should attend all lectures having completed the assigned reading material on the given lecture 
topic. Students should take notes on the lectures. Template slides for organized note-taking are available 
on the course Canvas page.                                                                                                                                                     
Textbook: All assigned readings from this course come from the text of record                                                                                 
Multi-Media Presentations: Videos and films will appear from time to time throughout the course. 
Publically available video content (“Youtube” videos for example) may also be assigned for viewing in 
lectures, or outside of class.                                                                                                                                                                                                  
Current Events Research and Discussion: Each student must select one news article, or several news 
articles covering one event, that he or she finds relevant to one of the topics covered during the course of 
this semester. Instructions for completing current event assignments can be found on Canvas.      
 
Out of Class Assignments:  The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the 
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) 
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester.
