  1. Develop and explain offensive strategies involved in intercollegiate baseball. 

 2. Recognize and explain defensive strategies involved in baseball.   

 3. Develop skills that will enhance physical fitness.     

 4. Recognize rules and qualities of sportsmanship in baseball.

Assignments: 

Out-of-class:  View a college or professional game on-line or on TV and suggest ways in which the team may 

improve their strategies and performance. 

 

Reading and Writing:  Read and review an article on a sport specific conditioning program. Summarize how the 

article's training principles may be applied to improve your strength/fitness. 

 

Grading:  Final grade will be based on the total of points accumulated, 90%=A, 80%=B, 70%=C, 60%=D.  Points come 

class participation and Final Exam.  

 

Attendance: 

 A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of an 

online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.  Should readmission be 

desired, the student=s status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to add a class.  It is the 

student=s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class.

 Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students.  A student whose continuous, unexcused absences 

exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped.  For online courses, students 

who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be considered to have excessive absences 

and may be dropped.   

 Absences attributed to the representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences, contests, and 

field trips) will be counted as >excused= absences. 

 Workout clothing must be worn for lab classes.  If you do not dress out, you will not be permitted to attend lab 

classes.  You must bring a towel to class. 

 Lockers are available in the locker rooms. We do not assign them or provide locks. Larger lockers are for class 

time only.
