This course is designed to review and reinforce proper use of verb tenses in English. It is a recommended
supplement for students in Advanced ESL courses, as well as for students in developmental English courses.
(Nontransferable, nondegree applicable)

\ Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
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1. Demonstrate mastery in understanding and using the simple present versus and present progressive
tenses in both oral and written forms, including short paragraphs;

2. Demonstrate mastery in understanding and using the present perfect versus the simple present tenses in
both oral and written forms, including short paragraphs.

3. Demonstrate mastery in understanding and using the present perfect progressive versus the present
progressive tenses in both oral and written forms, including short paragraphs.

4. Demonstrate mastery in understanding and using the simple past versus the present perfect tenses in
both oral and written forms, including short paragraphs.

5. Demonstrate mastery in understanding and using the past progressive, simple past, and future tenses in
both oral and written forms, including short paragraphs.

\ Textbooks & Other Resources or Links

No textbook required. Work will be posted online in Canvas or provided in class.

\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Communicate in English in class. This course is designed to help you improve your speaking and
listening skills in English. If you do not practice using English or do not use English to communicate in
class with your teacher and your classmate, your progress will be slower.

You may be expected to speak in English in the following contexts:

(1) with a partner;

(2) in a small group;

(3) in a formal presentation in front of the class;
(4) with your teacher;

(5) in recorded, online assignments;

(6) with strangers in out-of-class assignments.

You will also listen to audio clips and watch videos and will be expected to discuss and write about the
content in English. We will do a variety of activities in class. Sometimes there will be lecture and you will
need to take notes (and ask questions!). Sometimes you will do individual writings and exercises, and
sometimes you will do pair/group writings and exercises. You will also take tests throughout the term.

Success: Acquiring another language requires focused effort. Sitting in class is simply not sufficient for
you to succeed. You must study, speak, read, and listen to English as much as you possibly can outside of
class. College guidelines suggest that you study two hours for every hour of class.

\ Attendance

A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.

If you are absent, you have 1 week to make up any speeches, tests, or assignments give in class.
Because completing online coursework is flexible, deadlines will not be extended due to sickness or
absence for the online portion of the class.

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\ Online Netiquette

e What is netiquette? Netiquette is internet manners, online etiquette, and digital etiquette all rolled
into one word. Basically, netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.

e Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a
subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

\ Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask
for help.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action.
