Course Description 

This lab class offers intensive instruction in writing, research, reading, and critical thinking skills to 
promote success in a concurrent English 110 course. This course allows a qualified student to bypass 
English 009. This course follows the freshman composition co-requisite model of acceleration. 
(Nontransferable, nondegree applicable) 
 
English 55, a lab support course, is paired with English 110. English 55 is designed to assist students in 
completing their homework assignments and essay assignments for this class. Enrolling in English 110 
with the support course English 55 allows students to bypass English 009. However, students who have 
qualified for English 110, but feel they could use more support in English composition, will also benefit 
from taking the paired courses. Both courses are graded separately. English 110 follows the traditional 
grading scale and English 55 is pass/no pass.

In-class work/homework: The lab assignments in each class are designed to improve and enhance the 
writing skills necessary to pass English 110. These assignments will be used to build or revise work from 
the English 110 class.

Arriving 
late/leaving early for a significant amount of time will result in receiving zero (0) points for the day as an 
work may not get finished in time or appropriately. An absence—excused or unexcused—results in a 
grade of zero (0) for the day.
