Course Description
Introduction to the visual arts domain of the California Preschool Learning Foundations and
Frameworks including artistic expression and response, and skill development in aesthetic and
perceptual awareness through exploration of various process-oriented art media, activities, and
experiences. Emphasis is placed on the development of age appropriate art curriculum activities,
basic teaching skills, guidance techniques, equipment and materials. This course is applicable to
required or professional development units for Child Development permit, preschool, transitional
kindergarten and early primary teachers. (CSU)

Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:

1. Use knowledge of the visual arts strands to select materials and plan meaningful
experiences in the classroom to promote children's ability to create, invent, and
express through visual art.

2. Create and plan an art curriculum based upon the developmental needs and
abilities of young children integrating art into daily routines and across all areas
of the curriculum.

3. Demonstrate knowledge of the theories and techniques of art for young
children.

4. Define the role of early learning standards and its relationship to assessment in
the visual arts education of young children.

5. Discuss ways to collaborate with families and caregivers to support children in
their development of artistic awareness and skills.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Grades will be based upon class participation, attendance and the completion of assignments,
pop quizzes, quizzes and tests throughout the semester. All material presented in the text,
study guide, videos and handouts will be part of the evaluation process.

All assignments should be typed or written legibly in blue or black ink. no assignments or
projects will be accepted late. They are due on the date assigned. If you feel that you have
extenuating circumstances, please see me before the project is due. If you have permission to
turn the project in late, you will not earn higher than a letter grade of 'C' for the effort.
Every student has the same chance to prepare for quizzes and tests. If you miss a quiz and
have extra time to study, it is unfair to those students who took the quiz on time. In order to
make up a test, quiz, or assignment you must show proof for the absence (doctor’'s note,
hospitalization paperwork) and it must be approved by the instructor. Regardless of the reason
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for a missed quiz, all missed quizzes and tests must be made up within a week of when your class
took the test or quiz. Please make sure you are here when tests are scheduled. If you are not
here for a scheduled test, you will receive no points for the test. A missed assignment or test is
considered an "F" and no points will be given. Plan a schedule to allow for ample study time so
you will be prepared. There is no penalty for taking a quiz or test before the scheduled time.

All assignments have a rubric by which the student can view what is required to receive the
highest grade on that assignment.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour
is the amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class
time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has
adopted a similar requirement.

Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first
mandatory activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official
meeting of that class.

(conferences, contests, and field trips) will be counted as 'excused' absences.

Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2)
include a subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5)
acknowledge and return messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk
mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional
icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning
[do not use ALL CAPS or multiple exclamation marks (11!!)].

Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors
respect the integrity of one another’'s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and
safeguarding intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty
violations and their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to
serve as examples of unacceptable academic conduct.
