\ Course Description

This is one of two entry-level courses designed for life science, biology, health-care and science education
majors intending to transfer to four-year institutions. However, this course is open to all students. This
course provides students an introductory to biology and the scientific method. Additionally, properties of
life leading to genetic and biological diversity are studied. The course surveys evolutionary relationships,
systematics, ecology, biological diversity, population regulation, and physiology of living organisms
(Protista, Fungi, Plants, and Animals). Emphasis is on structures and function at the organismal level.

4. 4. Define what plants are, and provide evidence of an understanding of plant evolution,
development, structure, growth, reproduction, and selected physiological processes.

5. Describe what Fundi are, and provide evidence of an understanding of development, structure,
growth, and reproduction within this phylum.

6. Define what Protists are, and provide evidence of an understanding of their characteristics,
structure, diversity, and reproduction.

7. Demonstrate an understanding of animal diversity, ecology and evolutionary trends.

8. Demonstrate an understanding of animal form and function including physiological processes,
development, and reproduction across phyla.

9. Demonstrate an understanding of animal nervous systems from the cellular level to integrated
systems.

10. Demonstrate an understanding of the structure of muscles, and the sliding filament model theory.

11. Understand animal sensory system.

12. Demonstrate an understanding of population growth and regulation.
