1BCourse Description 

 

This course is intended for students to take concurrently with Math 110. Included will be 
computations with rational numbers, mental computation and estimation, ratio and percent 
and the use of manipulatives to solve computations. (Nontransferable, nondegree applicable).

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and 
or attitudes as demonstrated by being able to: 

1. Demonstrate problem solving strategies by identifying an appropriate method to solve 
a given problem, correctly set up the problem, perform the appropriate analysis and 
computation, and share their interpretation of the conclusion or the outcome, using 
correct grammar or in an oral presentation. This outcome will be assessed through 
selected exercises on exams throughout the semester. (ILO1, ILO2)

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to: 
1.  Perform operations on whole numbers including using order of operations, mental 

computation and estimation.  
2. Perform operations on integers including using order of operations, mental computation 

and estimation.  
3. Perform operations on rational numbers, including using order of operations, mental 

computation and estimation.  
4. Model word problems algebraically, including problems involving percent and ratios.  
5. Computations involving fractions, decimals and percents

7BCourse Requirements and Instructional Methods 

Classroom work will include extra instruction on remedial topics related to the coursework 
from math 110.  In addition to remedial instruction, there will be some time for completing 
worksheets and group-work time for completing homework problems.  Group work and 
assignments during class are mandatory and are not to be considered social time, texting/cell 
check or break time.  
 
Grading for the course will be based on daily quizzes that are open book and open note. 
Quizzes are based on homework problems and class worksheets. Quizzes are good examples of 
the types of questions you will find on exams.  You will work in groups on quizzes.  Everyone in 
the group will receive the same grade of the quiz. Some quizzes may be given as take home 
quizzes.  These will be due at the beginning of the next class meeting and will be graded 
individually.  No late quizzes accepted.  There are no make-up quizzes.  If you are not in class to 
take the quiz, your grade will be recorded as a 0.  Your lowest 2 quiz grades will be used as 
extra credit.  Quizzes will be 10 points each. No quizzes are given on the date of Exams. There 
may also be worksheets or other assignments given in class that will be graded.   

Out of Class Assignments:  The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is 
the amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time 
and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester.  WASC has 
adopted a similar requirement. 
 

8BCourse Grading Based on Course Objectives 
Points earned in the course will be based on the following items.  Points are approximate and 
may be modified according to extra or deleted assignments. 
 
Quizzes / other assignments:  250 points (anticipated) 
Passing grade is 70% or better (175 points or better anticipated), No pass for less than 70%

If you do not understand how to “cite 
a source” correctly, you must ask for help.  

• Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or 
attempting to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or 
inappropriate in the context of the academic assignment in question.

include a subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) 
acknowledge and return messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk 
mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons 
(emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate intensifiers to help 
convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple exclamation marks (!!!!)].
