This course is intended for students to take concurrently with Math 119. Included will be the review of union and intersection of
sets, interval notation, solving linear equations for a specified variable, review linear equations, application problems utilizing
inequalities, review of properties of exponents, introduction to functions, overview of non-linear functions, review of sigma
notation, factoring and binomial theorem. (Nontransferable, nondegree applicable).
