Before you get CRAZY , start with a Blogger Template to get started. You can always change it later. Pilar
chose Ethereal, and Teresa chose Watermark. It made for easy going.

Once you start on your first post — it should be a brief introduction to who you are and what your are about
—you will need to find a way to keep it at the top of your page.

This is what you have to do: you need to change the date of publication to like the year 2024. In this way, it
will always be considered the latest blog published; therefore, it will always appear at the top of your page.

Step 1

Navigate to your blog's Overview page by signing in to Blogger and choosing your blog. Click "Posts" in the navigation
pane on the left side of the window.

Step 2

Click on the post you want to stick at the top of the page. Click "Published on" on the right side of the window to change
the date.

Step 3
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Repeatedly click the right side arrow next to the month and year. Continue clicking the arrow until the date displayed is
at least a few years in the future.
Step 4

Choose a day on the monthly calendar and click "Done" under the calendar. Click "Update" at the top of the blog and
click "Close." Go to your blog to ensure the post you wanted is at the top.
