Course Description 

The beginning Spanish course is based on a contrastive analysis between Spanish and English and is designed to 
develop in the English-speaking student rudimentary abilities in the four basic language skills: hearing, speaking, 
reading, and writing. The main emphasis is on the present tense of both regular and irregular verbs. The 
student will be familiarized with those features of Hispanic culture, which reflect the different frame of 
reference from which the native speaker of Spanish views the world.                                                                               

The class is conducted in Spanish. (CSU, UC).                             
 

This is a hybrid class. Do you know what a hybrid class is? According to our Distance Learning Department, 

"Hybrid courses supplant some, but not all face-to-face instruction, reducing the time actually spent in the 

classroom. To schedule a hybrid course, 51% or more of the course/contact hours occur online. This 
designation is also given whenever students are required to come to IVC campus for any reason (testing,

6. Demonstrate knowledge of the language skills in speaking, listening, writing, and comprehension according to the 
American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Language Proficiency Guidelines.
