Course Description 

 Comparative themes and figures from various mythologies of the world. Interpretation of myths; the 
influence on art, culture, and history. (Same as HUM 226) (CSU, UC) 

Student Learning Outcomes  

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and or attitudes as 
demonstrated by being able to: 

1. Show a broad understanding of common structures and themes found in mythological texts from around the 
world. (ILO1, ILO2, ILO5) 

2. Demonstrate command of rules regarding plagiarism and academic ethics. (ILO3) 
3. Access and interpret literary texts via various sources (drawn from Internet, library catalogue, and electronic 

databases); and evaluate publishers/authors. (ILO1, ILO2, ILO4) 
4. Analyze myths from different historical periods and different cultures. (ILO1, ILO2, ILO3) 

Course Objectives  

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:  
 1. Differentiate between characteristics of oral and written traditions. 
  2. Evaluate traditional and contemporary texts for the functions of myth. 
  3. Analyze traditional and contemporary texts for mythic archetypes. 
  4. Evaluate a literary text for the elements of the hero's journey. 
  5. Assess the transformation of hero and society. 
  6. Examine common myths from around the world, including the sacred masculine and sacred feminine, the trickster, 
and the myths of sacred places. 
  7. Examine liminal events and situations, assessing the effect of these events and situations. 
  8. Compose essays and other written responses that evaluate and analyze mythic texts.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods  

• All essays use MLA format.  This will be reviewed in class.  

• Classroom: oral discussions, journals, quizzes, projects, and presentations. 

• Phones must be turned off and put away during class. They may be used during the class break. 

• e-books: May be used on e-readers (table, nook, kindle, i-pad) or computer, not on cell phones. 
 
Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student 
work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week 
over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.   

o Mythology 226 is a 3 credit class.

Course Grading Based on Course Objectives  

• Grades are weighted as follows: 
o Tests – 20% 
o Projects, presentations, essays – 15% 
o Quizzes – 15% 
o Mid-Term – 20% 
o Final – 20% 

• Assignments are due when collected, usually at the beginning of class.  

• Emailed assignments are not accepted. 

• If you arrive late to class and the assignment has already been collected, your work is considered late. (Make 
printing arrangements outside of class time.)  

• Students who arrive after an activity has begun will not be individually accommodated. 

• Students who are absent, must submit assignments the day they return to class. Such items are not 
penalized. 

• Essays may be required to be submitted electronically as well as in hard copy to be eligible for grading. 

• There is no extra credit. 

• Tests: 
o Missed tests must be made up within five days of the student returning to class.  
o Late arrivals may start tests already in progress, but the tests must be completed within the time 

frame given the class. (No extra time allotted for late arrival.) 

• Projects, Presentations, and Essays 
o Are due on the date assigned. (No exceptions. Late projects, presentations, and essays are not 

accepted.) 
o Group presentations must be given even if a group member is absent on the presentation date. 
o All essays must be typed. 

• Quizzes 

o Quizzes are given often to ensure that students are reading assigned material. These quizzes are 
easy! If you do your reading, you should receive an A on this part of your grade.  

o Quizzes can be given at any time during class.  
o You may not start a quiz if you miss the first five minutes of the quiz.  
o Missed quizzes cannot be made up.  
o The lowest quiz score is dropped.

Why have tests, quizzes, presentations, projects, and exams? 

• These academic challenges show me, and you, what you have learned. 
• Because this class focuses on providing new information about societies around the world, you will be learning a 

variety of new ideas and concepts.  
• You should always attempt to utilize previously presented ideas and concepts as we explore each new society.  
• A large portion of your grade depends on your ability to prove that you have learned and understand the 

relationships between various mythologies.  
• Therefore, it is essential to keep up with the class readings and assignments as well as review past material on a 

regular basis.  
 

Attendance  

• A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of an online 
class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.  Should readmission be desired, the 
student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to add a class.  It is the student’s 
responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class. See General Catalog for details.  
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• Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students.  A student whose continuous, unexcused absences 

exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped.  For online courses, students 
who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be considered to have excessive absences 
and may be dropped.   

• Absences attributed to representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences, contests, and field 
trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences. 

• A class that meets once a week means that missing even one class can put a student seriously behind academically. 
 

Classroom Etiquette  

• Electronic Devices: Cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off and put away during class, unless 
otherwise directed by the instructor.  Exceptions: ebooks which must be viewed on an e-reader or computer.    

• Food and Drink are prohibited in all classrooms.   Water bottles with lids/caps are the only exception.  Additional 
restrictions apply in labs. Please comply as directed.  

• Disruptive Students:  Students who disrupt or interfere with a class may be sent out of the room and told to meet with 
the Campus Disciplinary Officer before returning to continue with coursework.

• Children in the classroom: Due to college rules and state laws, no one who is not enrolled in the class may attend, 
including children.

• Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the source.  You should 
understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and preparing written materials.  If you 
do not understand how to ‘cite a source’ correctly, you must ask for help.  

• Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting to use 
materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the context of the academic 
assignment in question.
