\ Course Description \
This course provides the basic knowledge to understand the operation, configuration, and installation of
the various types of audio, video, fire, and access control equipment commonly used in residential,
commercial, or industrial applications. Introduction and review of common test and troubleshooting
equipment. Emphasizes NEC requirements in building and electrical codes. (Non transferable, AA/AS
degree only.)

4. Install, wire, and set up Access Control systems with different magna locks.

5. Prepare connectors for coax cable installations in cctv and audio systems

6. Identify the different types of lenses and illumination required for optimal installations

7. Install power panels with batteries for different security back-up systems
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8. Troubleshoot and repair various types of low voltage systems
9. Test and troubleshoot smoke sensor and pull-down stations in fire alarm installations
10. Install and wire sound systems.

Teaching Methods: Discussion of assignments and instructional methods will be a combination of all methods of
instruction, which can be classified as telling, lecturing, or discussing; showing or demonstrating.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of
student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class
time per week over the span of a semester.

\ Course Grading Based on Course Objectives

The course grade is based on total points accumulated during the semester. There is a maximum of 100 points. Very limited
extra credit points may be available, either through some class participation activity, group work or perfect attendance.
Failing to turn in regular assignments will stop you from being able to earn extra credit points and late assignments will have
points subtracted.

Late Assignments will be accepted until the graded assignment is returned to the class, but assessed a penalty of 10 points per
calendar day it is late.

Attendance

A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of an online class
will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class. Should readmission be desired, the student’s
status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to add a class. It is the student’s responsibility to drop or
officially withdraw from the class.

A student whose continuous, unexcused absences exceed the
number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped. For online courses, students who fail to
complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be considered to have excessive absences and may be
dropped.
