Students study the expressive
materials of music and the major forms of music literature including music of the Middle Ages, Renaissance,
Baroque, Classical, and Romantic eras as well as 20th century, Jazz, American music, Rock, and Non-
Western music. Emphasis placed on the skills and understanding necessary for lifelong music listening
experiences.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

Students are required to keep pace with the required Readings (on PowerPoints Provided) and Listening
to Musical Examples. Likewise, students are expected to continuously Review and Study Course
Materials, unsupervised. This includes Study Guides for Exams (provided).

This course entails 3 Major Exams (2 Exams and Final Exam) which are all Multiple-Choice and will be
done on the CANVAS Learning Management System.

Additionally, there will be 2 smaller Assignments, to assist you with learning the materials. This will
include Music Listening Analysis, and questions about Composer’s Lives and works.

Furthermore, you will be required to “Virtually Attend” ONE CONCERT Online, on Youtube, and submit
a Critique (Feedback) about the performance.

Finally, students will Choose a Musical Composer, from the List supplied by the Instructor, and submit a
research paper, or at least 3 pages, double spaces, about the composer’s life, works, upbringing, family,
influences, mentors, etc.

Exams/Assignments will only be permitted for make-up, in extenuating circumstances. Please be sure to
communicate with the Course Instructor via EMAIL, should problems arise. Points will be deducted for
LATE ASSIGNMENTS/WORK submissions.

| Academic Honesty
