Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

1. Exams or Tests: There will be 5 tests and there will be no makeup exams given. Zeros will be given for all missed tests.

2. Final Exam: The common final will be given during the last week of summer school. A score of 0 will be given if the final is
missed. Please refer to Canvas calendar for dates.

3. Homework: The purpose of homework is to provide students with sufficient practice to master all topics and to do well on
tests and the final exam. Homework is submitted in Canvas (refer to Canvas for specific assignments; all have links attached
so follow them). Please refer to Canvas calendar for dates.

4. There will be no extra credit. Students must learn the material to pass this course.

5. Calculators: It is highly recommended a scientific or graphing calculator such as TI83-plus or TI84-Plus (or similar).

6. Itis up most important that students review the material to do well on exams. Students are encouraged to form study
groups and to attend tutoring sessions to keep up with assignments and to study for tests.

7. No student will be allowed to make up an exam or final exam unless he/she has a powerful reason to miss a test (e.g.
hospitalization, illness, etc.). It is students ‘responsibility to notify the instructor via e-mail ASAP to make arrangements and
provide evidence.

8. Notes/formulas: During exams, students cannot use any notes unless otherwise directed by the instructor.

9. Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student
work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week
over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.
