Research and experience based analysis. Students will be asked to watch a 
virtual video of museum or gallery walk and write about their experience while 
engaging in a discussion. 

WBL Activity 2: Research-based 
experiences 

Students will be asked to complete analytical assignment in the form of an 
essay. 
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WBL Activity 3: Virtual tour of 
museum stock room (behind the 
scenes) 

A virtual tour of what occurs behind the scenes in a museum. This will be 
supplemented with questions. 

Some examples of WBL assignments are job shadowing, informational interviews, guest speakers and workplace 
simulations.
