Homework: You will be required to go onto Canvas and review the content in each module. As part of
this review, you will be required to complete at least one homework assignment. These assighnments

are designed to test how well you understood the information and to prepare you for the midterm and
final.

Discussions: Most modules will include a discussion assignment, which will allow you to engage with
your fellow students, to share what you have learned about the course materials, and to learn from
others as well.

Creative Projects: You will be asked to complete four creative projects during the semester: two for
visual art, one for literature, and one for film.

Midterm and Final: The Midterm covers all material from the first part of class (the visual arts); the
Final covers all material for the second part of class (literature & the performing arts).
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Course Policies

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity
of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class. Should
readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who desires to
add a class. Itis the student’s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class. See General
Catalog for details.

e Regular attendance in all classes is expected of all students. A student whose continuous, unexcused
absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per week may be dropped. For
online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive weeks may be
considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.

e Absences attributed to the representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences,
contests, and field trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences.

use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the context of
the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the instructor
may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related documentation in a file.
Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary action. Please refer to the
General Catalog for more information on academic dishonesty or other misconduct.
