 Course Description  
ESL 015 is a listening and speaking course for ESL students who want to develop oral language and listening skills at the 
low-advanced level. Students learn to comprehend authentic lectures, talks and reports and effectively express ideas and 
points of view in spoken English on a variety of common academic topics. This course may be taken concurrently with 
other Level 5 ESL courses. Successful completion of this course will prepare students for COMM 100. (CEFR B2)

4. Follow the organization of academic lectures, take notes, and respond to questions; 
5. Give a clear, prepared presentation, giving reasons in support of or against a particular point of view and giving the 

advantages and disadvantages of various options; 
6. Initiate, maintain and end discourse appropriately with effective turn taking;

Zoom Policy: Classes will be held on Zoom, an online video and meeting platform. Students are expected to attend all 
class meetings and treat them as a regular class.
