Course Description

Lecture and laboratory course designed to study the fundamental principles of the human body structure at the
cellular, tissue, organ and systems level of organization, including the cat and organ dissection, study of the
human skeleton, structural-functional relationships, and appreciation of related human diseases and aging. This
course may require the use of human cadavers for observation and/or dissection. (C-ID: BIOL 110B) (CSU, UC
credit limited. See a counselor.)

Course Prerequisite(s)

BIOL 100 or BIOL 122 or BIOL 124 or BIOL 180 or BIOL 182, with grades of “C” or better; or successful
completion of Intermediate Algebra or appropriate placement as defined by AB 705 and current California
LVN/RN license.

Student Learning Outcomes

Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge, and/or attitudes as
demonstrated by being able to:

1. Display critical thought and competency in communicating information related to topics in human
anatomy. (ILO1, ILOZ, ILO4)

2. Display knowledge of anatomy and dissection competency using mammal and/or human cadaver
specimen as subjects. (ILO1, ILO4)

Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
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Characterize the levels of structural organization in the human body and to describe regional
names, directional terms, plains and sections, body cavities and abdominal regions and quadrants.
Define a cell and explain the structure and functions of its principal parts.

Identify and discuss the origin, classification, structure, location and functions of four major types
of tissues.

Describe the structure and function of the various layers of the skin, the epidermal derivatives.
Describe the gross features of a long bone and the process of bone formation.

Identify all the bones of the skeleton and their important surface markings.

Describe the structural and functional classification of the joints; describe the important
characteristics of selected joints.

Describe the connective tissue components, the motor unit, the neuromuscular junction, and the
microscopic anatomy of muscle tissue.

Describe how the skeletal muscles provide specific movements of the body, and identify the
principal skeletal muscles of the body.

Describe the major surface features of the head, neck, trunk, and upper and lower extremities.
Describe characteristics of the blood plasma and the formed elements of the blood.

Describe the general flow of blood through the systemic and pulmonary circulation, the structural
and functional features of the heart.

Contrast the structure and functions of blood vessels and identify the major vessels in the body.
Trace lymphatic circulation; describe the structure and functions of lymphatic tissues and organs.
Describe the organization of the nervous system and contrast histological characteristics and
functions of neurons and neuroglia.

Describe the anatomy of the spinal cord, the reflexes, and the origin, composition, and branches of
spinal nerves and nerve plexuses; Identify the principal parts of the brain and cranial nerves;
explain the formation and circulation of cerebrospinal fluid.

Describe the components of sensations, major characteristics of sensory receptors, the sensory
pathways, integration of sensory input and motor input, and the motor pathways.

Identify the structures of the eyes and the ears, and describe the neural pathways for olfaction,
taste, vision, hearing, and equilibrium.

Compare the structures and functions of the somatic and autonomic nervous systems.

Describe the location, histology, and functions of the major endocrine glands of the body.

Identify the structures of the respiratory system and the mechanics of pulmonary ventilation.

. Identify and describe the structure and functions of the digestive organs and accessory organs.

Identify the features of the kidneys; describe the blood supply to the kidney, and describe the
location, structure and functions of ureters, urinary bladder, and urethra.

Identify and describe the structure, histology, and functions of the male and female reproductive
systems, and explain the principal events of gametogenesis; describe the major events that occur
during pregnancy.

Demonstrate dissection skills using animals and/or a human cadaver.

Final exam will be cumulative as well, and in two parts, with a total of 100 possible points to take. Part
one of the final exam will cover the first half of the course material, with 50 possible points, and part two
will cover the second half of the course material, with 50 possible points.
Weekly assignments, including question sets, case studies, or/and discussions will have 250 possible
points to take. You will get detailed instructions on what you need to do as your weekly assignments at
the beginning of each week. The instructions will be posted on Canvas as weekly announcements.

Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

How do I show academic honesty and integrity in an online “classroom”?

e KEEP YOUR PASSWORDS CONFIDENTIAL.
o You have a unique password to access online software like Canvas. Never allow someone
else to log-in to your account.
e COMPLETE YOUR OWN COURSEWORK.

Examples of Academic Dishonesty that can occur in an online environment:

o Taking and using the words, work, or ideas of others and presenting any of these as your own
work is plagiarism. This applies to all work generated by another, whether it be oral, written, or
artistic work. Plagiarism may be either deliberate or unintentional.

Netiquette:
e Netiquette is internet manners, online etiquette, and digital etiquette all rolled into one word.

Basically, netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.

e Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a
subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].
