Course Policies

Zoom Policy: Classes will be held on Zoom, an online video and meeting platform. Students are expected to attend all
class meetings and treat them as a regular class.

Students should be able to fully participate and practice their speaking and listening skills for
the entire class period. Microphones will be used regularly since we are practicing speaking and listening together.
