Course Objectives 
Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:  

1. Identify the staff, and treble, and bass clefs;  
2. Distinguish the duration of sound and silence (notes and rests);  
3. Construct scales (major; and natural, harmonic and melodic minor);  
4. Demonstrate solfeggio (using numbers 1-7, or do-re-mi etc.);  
5. Differentiate measures, meter, and time signatures;  
6. Illustrate dynamics;  
7. Determine tempo;  
8. Interpret expression;  
9. Formulate intervals (diminished, minor, major, perfect, and augmented) from the prime to the

10. Analyze chords, (diminished, minor, major, augmented, and dominant seventh) including all 
inversions  

11. Compose smooth voice leading of triadic accompaniment; transposition of melody  
and accompaniment. Formulate transposition of melody and accompaniment
