I am not impressed by 
perfect writing. If the report shows you copied your paper from somewhere else or have used AI, I will email 
you. You may receive a zero (0). 

• Summary: You may not copy or use material written by another person unless there is proper citation. Cheating 
or plagiarizing in any form will result in a “zero” for the assignment and/or referral to the Dean of Language Arts.
